Using the Folding Bulletin Board Display

Bulletin boards are an effective means of prolonging the visual experience Masterpiece provides.

You are encouraged to maintain a bulletin board in your child’s classroom, if the teacher will allow room, for the duration of the program.  After each presentation the print should go up on the board, if you are using the cardboard folding display board and it will not hold the print weight, ask to be able to mount print (with tape-it is most important that no tacks pierce the print-push pins which overlap the edges work well) on next available wall space.  Using the cardboard display, the teacher can move it around the room and put it away if need be, keeping the materials intact.

Post in large letters the name of the print and the artist. In most Portfolios, there are enough additional materials to be posted, such as other examples of the artist’s work, a portrait of the artist and other applicable visuals.  Most of the materials have been laminated to preserve them, if not, please be careful in handling to preserve it for many years of Masterpiece.  It is regretful that in a very small number of packets there is a shortage of material; perhaps you can help these packets grow (such as, old calendar pictures or magazine articles).  On the other hand there are many Portfolio’s that bulge with materials, please be selective and not overwhelm the students or the space you have in the classroom.

Please also encourage the students to add to the bulletin board, perhaps with their own artwork, poetry or a picture they have found.

All materials should be taken from the bulletin board when the print is removed, so that the next guide has the opportunity to use the materials.  Again, any contributions to the bulletin board packets are greatly appreciated!  Thank you!
