Dear Masterpiece Parent Volunteers,

First, I just have to say how proud I am of the ‘turn-out’of support for this program.  We are very fortunate to have so many parents who care enough to get involved.  

· Each classroom has a parent volunteer to coordinate with the teacher the availability of time for Masterpiece Art.  Once you have the date, ask the teacher for the best artist for their class and pick up that portfolio in the teachers supply room at the front office area of the school (ask Marina).  Check it out using the tracking sheet; please do not keep it longer than 3 weeks, so others may use it. 
· If the artist is not among the group of the 15 portfolios in the storage area, but is on the Master print set, call the school coordinator  to acquire it for you. 
· You must only use the material in the portfolio for your presentation (due to liability reasons for the Masterpiece Art Program). 
· You must use discretion and screen inappropriate pictures, if in doubt, check with the classroom teacher first. 
· Never be left alone with the kids, either the classroom or art teacher must be present. 
· Use the “Presenter’s Evaluation” form for ideas and quick planning, please fill out a new evaluation form, if you are doing something different, to add to the portfolio. 
· Where there is space available, display work done during the Masterpiece Art session or put a note in the newsletter to get the program noticed during the year. 
· There is an acronym for appreciating art EAT, Evaluate, Appreciate, and Taste.  I have attached a worksheet that I used to describe this to the Upper Elementary last year.  This has not been introduced at the Lower Elementary, I suggest using the “Interesting Art Questions” worksheet for kids.  To evaluate you would ask questions about the print or artwork, to appreciate you would ask questions or tell about the artist, to taste, is to try it out, and then give an opinion about the print or artwork.  It is fun to close the session with a few questions to illicit their opinions of the art and get feedback on the session so you know what to improve on for the next time you are in the class. 
We could not do this without you.
